Iõm 
so proud that nonprofit (which has 
planted more than 70 libraries for children and 
shipped thousands of childrenõs books and built 5 
schools) started at First Presbyterian Church. 
 

Iõm also proud that Presbyterians are continuing the 
work that my parents did for 23 years for the Presbyterian Church in Ethiopia. This 
Christmas, one of the pastors at Westminster Church here in Portland, where Iõm a member 
now, preached about light and told the story of how-thanks to my sisterõs ongoing 
relationships and work in Maji, Ethiopiað the clinic now has solar light where (as church 
leaders explained the need) the midwife used to have to hold a flashlight in her teeth when 
assisting with a night birth.  Dr. Ann Porterõs Grand Forks church has given a grant to 
Ethiopia Reads so we can also use some of the time of Bible translators in Maji to create the 
first books in the Deezee language.  And the noisy offering will go to making sure that 
children who read in other languages like Amharic and Oromo also have books to read.  
 

The Presbyterians took education and medicine everywhere they served in Ethiopia. Those 
things made the love of God real and immediate in the lives of families . . .  And Iõm thrilled 
for your commitment that makes the ripple effect of those early efforts still continue on 
today.
